Application Instructions

The Lemelson Center Fellows Program supports projects that present creative approaches to the study of invention and innovation in American society. These include, but are not limited to, historical research and documentation projects resulting in publications, exhibitions, educational initiatives, and multimedia products.  The fellowship program provides access to the Smithsonian's vast artifact and archival collections, as well as the expertise of the Institution's research staff.
The Center offers fellowships to scholars and professionals who are pre- or postdoctoral candidates or who have completed advanced professional training.  Fellowships are awarded for a maximum of ten weeks. Stipends are $500 per week for predoctoral fellowships, $700 per week for postdoctoral fellowships, and $800 per week for senior fellowships. Fellows are expected to reside in the Washington, D.C., area, to participate in the Center’s activities, and to make presentations on their work to colleagues at the Museum.

Applicants are required to consult with the Fellowship Coordinator prior to submitting a proposal. Applications must be submitted via email by 15 January 2010.  Fellowships will be announced by 15 April 2009.  Fellowships will begin on or after 1 June 2010.  All application materials will be made available to the Lemelson Center staff and its advisors.  The Lemelson Center Fellowship is open to all qualified individuals without regard to race, color, religion, sex, national origin, or age.

The Lemelson Center

The Jerome and Dorothy Lemelson Center for the Study of Invention and Innovation was established at the National Museum of American History in 1995 through a gift from the Lemelson Foundation.  The Center’s mission is to document, interpret, and disseminate information about invention and innovation, to encourage inventive creativity in young people, and to foster an appreciation for the central role invention and innovation play in the history of the United States.  Building on the unique resources of the National Museum of American History, the Center seeks innovative ways to
· record the past, by preserving and increasing access to records and artifacts;
· broaden our understanding of history, through research, discussion, and dissemination of ideas; and

· look to the future, by developing programs aimed at engaging young people in the study and exploration of invention and innovation.
